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We were all shocked to hear that Roy Milne had died suddenly on Christmas Day whilst on a Ski-ing Holiday with 
Sue Marks and their respective families.  Roy had been a keen supporter of NSSC since his children had joined the 
cadets.  Lately Roy and Sue had started to sail with the Squib Fleet and had competed in our Winter  series where 
Roy’s cheerful presence and jokes lifted everybody’s spirits  on the chilly winter’s mornings.  A Thanksgiving Ser-
vice was held for Roy on Saturday 24th January at Woodvale Crematorium in  Brighton and a  number of NSSC 
members attended to pay their respects to one of life’s true gentlemen.  Our thoughts and sincere condolences go 
out to Sue and her family as well as Roy’s children and family.  
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Drysuits are pretty tough but they have a tough job to do – keeping you warm and dry while being flexible and 
light.  Unfortunately they sometimes get a hole which can easily be repaired. Or, in a collar, ankle or wrist seal, 
you get big split, or a perished area which then needs a replacement (a zip rarely goes and when it does it is the 
job for a professional at about £75).  A split at the edge of a neck or wrist seal generally means that the seal is 
weakened and requires a replacement. 
 
For the repair you need a small bottle of meths, dry cloth (lint free) or kitchen roll, Bostik impact adhesive, emery 
paper, talc, duct tape and a pair of sharp scissors. 
 
Hole Repairs. The worse job is finding the hole and one is usually stuck with filling a foot or the body of the suit 
with water and searching for the leak.  A yellow wax pencil is ideal for marking it so that you do not lose it when 
dry.  Using a piece of seal material (from a foot replacement as they are generally made much too long) cut a 
round patch big enough to cover the hole plus about 10mm all round.  Make it too big rather than too small.  Cut it 
in a round shape or if there is a tear of an awkward shape then a square with big round corners.  Aim to put the 
patch on the inside of the suit so there is less chance of the patch rubbing against things and peeling off.  If there 
is a long tear which is unstable and likely to move about when sticking then use sticky tape on the other side of 
the suit to where you are going to put the patch it so that it is fixed. 
 
Wipe the area for the patch with meths or Bostik solvent to degrease it then rough the area with emery paper then 
wipe with meths again – do not touch the area again with fingers.  Similarly clean and rough up the patch.  Put the 
patch on the hole and mark around it so that you can check that there is sufficient patch going to be stuck around 
the hole. 
 
Carefully coat the patch and the area around the hold with Bostik so there is a thin layer on each.  Bostik suggests 
two layers but this is really for heavy duty stuff and I have never bothered.  Wait until the adhesive is touch-dry 
and then carefully put the patch in place.  Remember it will ‘grab’ if you accidentally put it in the wrong place.   
 
When the patch is in place carefully rub it down so that it adheres all over.  There will be some adhesive showing 
outside of the area of the patch.  Rub this with talc to make sure that it does not stick to anything else. 
 
Turn the suit right way and remove your temporary tape ensuring that the edges of the damage look secure and 
are fixed down.  If not you may have to put a patch on the outside of the suit as well. 
 
A stitch in time saves nine. While you have all your repair kit to hand examine the suit all over and look for any 
lifting taped seams or other incipient damage and repair it right away.  And by the way – where did that damage 
originate?  Check your boat over to find the sharp screw head, splinter or rogue 
bramble in the Dinghy Park. 
 
Next time – replacing a collar, foot or wrist.
